Although
the Swedenborgian churches never were important numerically,
Swedenborg’s doctrines were influential on many of the religious lead-
ers of the eighteenth and nineteenth centuries. Swedenborgism became
the base theology of many of the metaphysical cults.

Emanuel Swedenborg (1688 — 1772) was a Swedish engineer and sci-
entist who experienced a long series of visions in which he supposedly
held conversations with angels and persons long dead, including Jesus.
Out of these experiences he produced volumes of a new revelation
about the nature of the spiritual and physical worlds.

Swedenborg’s spiritual law became one of the cornerstones of the
Metaphysical movement and continued through its Gnostic descendants
to today’s New Age movement. This law supposedly governs both the
spirit and the earthly realms. The law includes such universals as the
law of attraction (like attracts like) and the law of correspondence, by
which a person’s physical appearance reflects his inward, spiritual state.

To many the Swedenborgian laws sound innocent enough, if some-
what trite, but every one is deadly to the authentic spiritual life. From
the law of correspondence one can discern the true demonic intention:
interior repentance, prayer and the grace of God were not important to
one’s spiritual state — you can just judge it from the person’s outward
appearance.
